Sedecal Pre Installation Check List


This checklist must accomapny the purchase order

ڤ   Is single phase** AC (any voltage, 208 thru 240) and 100 AMP service available in the radiology room/area?

**If the customer has three phase power this is very important to know at the time the order is placed so that the correct generator is shipped with the system.
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ڤ   Is there a “service disconnect” in the room?  We need to be able to terminate power locally for installation and any servicing that may need to be done to the x-ray unit.  

ڤ   Has an Electrician been involved in determining if the wire size for the X-ray machine is sufficient?  The distance from the main box (power coming into the building) to the room where the x-ray unit will be installed should determine the size (gauge) of wire that needs to be used.

Premium Vet “foot print” with 5 ft 4-way float top table is 115” (9’ 6”) W x 49” (4’ 1”) D x 90” (7’ 6”) H
